MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING


I. INTRODUCTION
THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (“MOU”), dated _______________, 2017 between ___________________________ (“FGT PARTNER”) a Michigan ____________________; and Feelgood Tap  (“FGT”), a Michigan not-for-profit corporation; collectively referred to as “the Partners”.

II. PREAMBLES
WHEREAS, FGT PARTNER is interested in partnering with FGT to raise awareness and funds for FGT chosen non-profits working throughout the State of Michigan;

WHEREAS, FGT is a non-profit organization, qualified under Section 501(c)(3) of the United States Internal Revenue Code and organized for the purposes of specific purposes of the Corporation are to raise funds from breweries, wineries, and restaurants to fund nonprofits throughout the State of Michigan..]
WHEREAS, this MOU has as its objective the collaboration and participation of both organizations in a program to raise funds for non-profits in the State of Michigan and for this reason this MOU facilitates the establishment of such relationship.
THEREFORE, the Partners wish to work together and in compliance with the following clauses:

III. GOAL
The goal of this MOU is to outline the relationship between FGT and FGT Partner and guide and direct the Partners respecting their affiliation, cooperation, working relationship. 
IV. RESPONSIBILITIES AND OBLIGATIONS OF FGT PARTNER
In accordance with this MOU, FGT Partner shall do the following: 
1. FGT Partner shall feature a FGT provided FGT handle at the FGT Partner’s establishment;
2. FGT Partner shall feature a FGT monthly drink promotion using the FGT handle (the “FGT Drink”);

3. FGT Partner shall donate monies to FGT on a monthly basis at the discretion of FGT Partner, but monthly donations may be relative to the proceeds earned from sales of the FGT Drink;
4. FGT Partner shall donate money to FGT on the 15th day of each month by check or Chase Quickpay for all activities from the previous month; 
5. FGT shall provide feedback monthly that contains the FGT Drink, number of FGT Drinks sold, any additional feedback back to FGT; 
6. FGT Partner must be in good standing with the Michigan Liquor Control Commission and the Internal Revenue Service and must provide any documention confirming such good standing at the request of FGT;
7. FGT Partner shall identify at least four (4) local non-profits to apply to FGT for a grant; and, 

8. FGT Partner shall promote FGT through posters displayed at the FGT Partner establishment, printed at the expense of FGT Partner, and through any and all social media networks.
V. RESPONSIBILITIES OBLIGATIONS OF FGT
In accordance with this MOU, FGT shall do the following: 

1. FGT shall provide FGT Partner with an FGT handle to promote the FGT Drink;

2. FGT shall provide FGT Partner with any and all promotional materials as FGT may deem necessary to carry out the objectives of the partnership; 

3. FGT shall create a program to donate all monies raised to a non-profit supporting communities in Michigan on a quarterly basis and shall donate at least once per year to a local non-profit in FGT Partner’s region; and,
4. Upon request, FGT shall provide FGT Partner with records of all monies donated by FGT Partners and records of all donations made by FGT to partner non-profits in the State of Michigan.

Such Principal Contacts may be changed in writing from time to time by their respective Partners.

VII. USE OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
All intellectual property used in the implementation of this MOU will remain the property of the party that provided it.  This property can be used by either party for purposes covered by the MOU but consent will be obtained from the owner of the property before using it for purposes not covered by the MOU.

VIII. EFFECTIVE DATES AND AMENDMENTS.

This MOU shall take effect upon signing by both Partners and shall remain in effect for a period of one (1) year from that date unless earlier terminated.  Neither party may assign or transfer all or any portion of this MOU without the prior written consent of the other party.  

The MOU may be renewed at the end of this period by mutual written agreement by both Parties. 
The provisions of this MOU may only be amended or waived by mutual written agreement by both Parties.

Any Party may terminate this MOU immediately upon prior written notice to the other Party; provided, however that if FGT Partner terminates this MOUT, FGT Partner shall still donate to FGT a pro-rated amount for any days prior to termination.
The individuals signing this MOU on behalf of their respective entities represent and warrant (without personal liability therefor) that upon the signature of each, this MOU shall have been duly executed by the entity each represents.

IX. NO JOINT VENTURE
Notwithstanding the terms “Partners” and “Partnership”, the Partners agree that they are not entering into a Legal Partnership, joint venture or other such business arrangement, nor is the purpose of the Partners to enter into a commercial undertaking for monetary gain.  Neither Partner will refer to or treat the arrangements under this Agreement as a Legal Partnership or take any action inconsistent with such intention.

X. DISPUTE RESOLUTION
The Partners hereby agree that, in the event of any dispute between the Partners relating to this Agreement, the Partners shall first seek to resolve the dispute through informal discussions.  In the event any dispute cannot be resolved informally within sixty (60) calendar and consecutive days, the Partners agree that the dispute will be negotiated between the Partners through mediation, if Partners can agree on a mediator.  The costs of mediation shall be shared equally by the Partners.  Neither Partner waives its legal rights to adjudicate this Agreement in a legal forum. 

ENTIRETY
This MOU embodies the entire and complete understanding and agreement between the Partners and no amendment will be effective unless signed by both Partners.
